The Higher Education (Freedom of Speech) Act 2023
(Commencement No. 2) Regulations 2024

Made - - - - 25th April 2024

The Secretary of State makes these Regulations in exercise of the powers conferred by section
13(3) and (4) of the Higher Education (Freedom of Speech) Act 2023(a).

Citation, extent and interpretation

1.—(1) These Regulations may be cited as the Higher Education (Freedom of Speech) Act
2023 (Commencement No. 2) Regulations 2024.

(2) These Regulations extend to England and Wales only, subject to paragraph (3).

(3) Regulation 2(j) extends to England and Wales and Scotland insofar as it brings into force
Part 2 of the Schedule to the Act.

(4) In these Regulations, “the Act” means the Higher Education (Freedom of Speech) Act 2023.
